such. Sweden’s letter conveyed a sense of
horror at the tragedy of Vietnam. Others
expressed a need for renewal of spirit.

3. Bill Kuenning read the quarterly re-
port of Chicago-Fox Valley describing
many of the concerns of the Quarter, and
stating that the Quarterly Meetings were
well attended and the Quarter felt that it
was a vital organization. Dorothy Acker-
man read the report of Northern Half-Year-
ly which met twice at Upham Woods, once
in the fall and once in the spring. 'These
meetings were joyous occasions, but were
also touched with sadness as Friends try to
confront serious problems. Dorothy com-
mended the work of Ron Matson in reach-
ing isolated Friends throughout the Dako-
tas and Middle Canada. Alice Walton re-
ported for Lake Forest Friends the satisfac-
tion their new Meetinghouse has brought
them in relationships with people who visit
and attend. As their Meeting has become
involved in social action as a Meeting, dif-
ferences among members are felt.

4. Ralph Raymond reported for Rock
Valley Friends some of the problems a small
meeting which is widely spread geograph-
ically feels. The loss of a few families rep-
resents a large proportion of the member-
ship, but the Meeting continues with hope.
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opposed to a more over-all approach. He
urged the adults to be sensitive to the needs
of the young people present and to reach
out for dialogue with them.

7. The Continuing Committee has
bought three acres of land across the road
which the young people are now using for
camping. This purchase and a larger plan
will be brought before Yearly Meeting at a
later session. There is a question as to
whether these facilities should be developed
for all-vear use, or used as temporary fa-
cilities, or whether another site should be
sought. The Yearly Meeting also must con-
sider whether or not it wishes, as a corpor-
ate body through the Continuing Commit-
tee, to take a larger part in the peace move-
ment.

8. Edward Bruder presented the consid-
erable research which Rachel Stalnaker had
made in an effort to find the original min-
utes concerning the Hoopeston and Fawcett

Funds. No definitive instructions could be
found. Alice Walton suggested that a
reasonable search has been made, and

enough time has been spent on this issue,
and therefore the hand of the past should
be lifted and the Yearly Meeting should be
free to use the money for an immediate
purpose. The Meeting approved the recom-
mendation of the Continuing Committee
